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The Marine Industry Park is strategically located on premium waterfront
land at East Arm, Darwin.

The vision

Expanding on existing assets to create Northern Australia’s largest and most efficient marine
servicing hub. The expansion of the Marine Industry Park will introduce a 5,000 tonne Ship Lift,
marine servicing workshops, training facilities, and other amenities to support a competitive and
vibrant marine industry.

Current status

Located only 15 minutes from Darwin CBD and adjoining Darwin’s East Arm Wharf, the Marine
Industry Park offers a rare opportunity for businesses to secure prime sites.

Planning approval has been secured for a purpose-built industrial subdivision located only

600 metres from the Ship Lift and existing Barge Ramp. The subdivision is suitable for large
vessel maintenance and fabrication workshops, with the current design allowing for the transfer
of vessels up to 60 metres in length.

Construction of the Darwin Ship Lift is anticipated to take two years, enabling the facility to be
operating in 2024. A three staged procurement process for this project is currently underway
through the Industry Capability Network Northern Territory (ICN NT) Gateway.

Opportunities now exist for forward thinking marine service providers to secure prime

sites within the Marine Industry Park. This can put your business at the forefront of the new
Regional Maintenance Centre North and implemintation of the Australian Navy’s sustainment
initiative “Plan Galileo”.
